LSLR PLAN 
Initial LSLR Plan due April 2024 

Updated LSLR Plans due annually until 2027 

Document annual replacements 
and any newly discovered 

known/suspected LSLs 

# of service lines, # of known & suspected 
LSLs, # of LSLs replaced each year 

Analysis of costs and financing options for 
replacing LSLs 

Plan for prioritizing high-risk facilities such as 
preschools, day care, parks, playgrounds, hospitals, 
clinics, etc. 

A proposed LSLR schedule that includes 1-, 5-, 
10-, 15-, 20-, 25-, and 30-year goals 

Map of the areas where lead service lines are 
expected to be found and the sequence with which 
those areas will be inventoried and LSLs replaced 

Measures for how the CWS will inform the public of 
the plan and provide opportunity for public comment 

Measures to encourage diversity in hiring in the 
workforce required to implement the plan 
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
